From exciting recreation to the adventure of new discoveries and challenging spiritual influence, the
Triple-R ranch is sure to find a place in your heart. Founded in 1960, the Ranch is a nonprofit Christian
camp located in Chesapeake, VA on the Northwest River. With over 300 acres, the Ranch functions as a
summer camp June through August, providing residential program for 192 children a week. The
remainder of the year Triple-R hosts various retreat groups, activity groups and horsemanship programs.

Over 100 High School students serve for two or more weeks each summer. Consider becoming a part of
this team and finding a place you can serve.

Cooks Helper — Age 15 and up

These persons will assist the Cooks under the supervision of the Food Service Director. Responsibilities
include preparing tables for meals, missing drinks, kitchen cleanup and assisting with the preparation and serving
of meals.

Wrangler — Age 15 and up

These persons may guide trail rides and will care for the horses assigned to them. Areas of responsibility
include feeding, grooming, saddling, barn maintenance and other horse related projects. Wranglers are under the
supervision of the Horsemanship Director.

Ranch Hand — Age 16 and up

These persons will assist the Senior Staff Ranch hands under the supervision of the Maintenance
Director. Ranch Hands are expected to work long hard hours. Responsibilities include yard work, fence repair,
baling and storing hay, painting and general maintenance.

Counselor in Training (CIT) — Age 16 and up

A person in this position will work hand-in-hand with the counselors. They live with a counselor and 12
campers. Assist in teaching Bible studies, instructing in skill areas and assist in maintaining a fun, healthy and
safe environment for the campers in all phases of the program. They should have a personal relationship with
Jesus Christ and be actively involved with a church.

BMX/Skate Park Assistant — Age 16 and up
These persons will assist Sr. Staff at the BMX track and Skate Park during the morning and afternoon.
They will be responsible for equipment and safety in these areas.

Lifeguards — Age 16 and up
Lifeguard certification is needed before you apply and these persons will assist Sr. Staff Lifeguards and
be responsible for day to day upkeep and supervision of pool.

Pay Scale

Age 16-18 = $100 - $125 depending on training and experience
